Visit centres to moderate internally assessed units marked initially by the centre. 



Purpose

A Visiting Moderator will be required to visit designated centres to moderate internally assessed units which are marked initially by Teacher examiners/ assessors in the centres. Detailed inspection must be carried out to ensure the acceptability of the order of merit and standard of marking by the Teacher examiner.  
Responsibility
· Visit centres to carry out the moderation of internally assessed units which is marked initially by Teacher examiners/ assessors in the centres. Visits must be carried out on the dates and times as agreed with centres and in consultation with Edexcel’s officer in charge. 

· Inspect when visiting a centre, a sample of work as required to be presented by the subject instructions. Inspection must be carried out to ensure the acceptability of the order of merit and the standard of marking by the Teacher examiner. 

· Decide whether the Teacher examiner/assessors’ marks are appropriate and if so to allow the marks shown on the mark list to stand. 

· Decide whether the order of merit presented by the teacher is acceptable and if the order of merit is not acceptable and if any problem cannot be resolved by discussion, to report it to Edexcel.

· You will have a degree or equivalent.
· You will be a qualified or qualifying teacher.
· You will have teaching or assessment experience in the relevant subject and level.
Competencies required
· You will have a high level of subject knowledge in order to apply the mark scheme.
