Visits are carried out on dates agreed
between the Visiting Examiner and the centre.

maintained.

e To report any difficulties encountered during the assessment to Pearson.

e To undertake an agreed allocation of local centres.

e To submit written reports to the Chief Examiner and/or Team Leaders.
